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The Pupil will undertake to:

bring all the equipment needed every day
wear the school uniform and be tidy in appearance
do all class work and homework and ask for help when needed
be polite, helpful and respectful to all members of the school
keep the school free from litter and care for the school environment
obey school rules as outlined in the Pupil Handbook
uphold the good reputation of the school at all times.

The Parents/Guardians will undertake to:

. recognise and be receptive to the Quaker ethos as the foundation

. see that their child goes to school regularly, on time and properly
equipped, correctly dressed in school uniform and tidy in
appearance

. make the school aware of any concerns or problems that might
affect their child’s work or behaviour

. attend Parents’ Evenings and discussions about their child’s

. get to know about their child’s life at the school
