 Photographs must be developed/printed on photographic quality

paper.

 Only one entry per person per section may be made.

 A total of three entries may be made by any one pupil/student.

 The closing date for all entries is 9am on Thursday 11th

February 2010. Entries submitted after this time will

not be considered.

 All Photographs must have the name of the photographer and

House printed on the back of the photograph.

 All photographs must have been taken between May 2009 and

February 2010 (within this House year).

THE AWARDING OF POINTS

 Each section will have three point positions available: Gold= 3

points, Silver = 2 points and Bronze= 1 point.

 The points will be totalled for each House represented and

overall points awarded according to placement and the House

points system.
